February 14, 2010

Chinese New Year begins according to the Chinese calendar which 

consists of both Gregorian and lunar-solar calendar systems. Because the 

track of the new moon changes from year to year, this Chinese New Year 

falls on February 14, 2010.

2010 is the Chinese year of the Tiger. In particular, this is the year of 

Gēng-yín (Metal Tiger). Gēng is the seventh of the ten celestial 

stems and Yín (Tiger) is the third of the twelve terrestrial branches, thus 

February 14, 2010 marks the year of the Tiger with its association to 

bravery.

The Gēng Yín 2010 year symbolizes toughness, generosity and wealth 

earned with hard work.  This year is a dutiful, family oriented and 

dependable year.  The year of the metal Tiger, may show his love in terms 

of how hard he can work for the loved ones.  This year of the Tiger you 

may not express your feelings in words but make up it by deeds.
